Explore Winter Gardens

Twenty-eight acres of magnificent trees, spectacular
views and a cozy indoor conservatory beckon visitors
to Wave Hill in the winter. While it may look almost
entirely asleep, the garden is filled with life during this
cold season. There is much to see if you know where to
look: winter birds forage in the grass and under plants,
evergreen trees and shrubs get their time to shine

and our multi-room conservatory features plants from
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PERKINS VISITOR CENTER Drawn to its shrub collection,
full of fruit and seed, birds populate this thoroughfare. In
late winter, Asian witch hazels begin to bloom.

HERB GARDEN Evergreen herbs persist, but many of
the edible plants are native to warmer climates. They
survive by being moved inside or, like our fig tree, getting
wrapped up for protection.
